In the summer of 2007, Dennis Burns, Vice President
of Parking Planning, of Carl Walker Engineering, worked
with Parking Project Steering Committee members, stake-
holders from 15 Manitou
general public to identify workable options to the parking
problem. After extensive research, site assessments of pri-
vate and public parking spaces and interviews, Burns rec-
ommended that a new organizational structure for parking
management be implemented that would include the crea-
tion of one centralized parking authority. This organization
would manage a citywide approach to managing all park-
ing functions.

On-street parking, off-street parking lots, enforcement
of parking regulations and the development of new facili-
ties are a few of the responsibilities that the new organiza-
tion would manage. Burns also recommended that a full-
time professional be hired who would oversee the pro-
gram.
